Brooklands Museum arranged another Innovation
Academy on 3 October. There were 15 workshops in
all and the London Bus Museum was again
privileged to host the popular robotic workshop run
by Balfour Beatty in our Boardroom.

The workshops were aimed at children aged 18 and
14. The aim was to help them consider the type of
career they would like to enter. This would also
enable them to decide the study options they
needed to consider. This was all part of STEM
(Science, Technology, Engineering and Maths),
which forms the basis of Senior School studies.

There were workshops on engineering,
manufacturing, aircraft, the environment, the NHS
and robotics, among other things. There was a
speech by Professor Brian Cox, and the Duchess of
Edinburgh also paid a visit.

In the evening there were many displays in a
marquee set up by Brooklands Museum. The young
people and their parents were invited to visit to
discuss their future options with stallholders,
including apprenticeships.

The event was attended and supervised at LBM by
Bob Bailey, Adrian Palmer and Winston Menzies.
